
Overrun/Underrun Policy
G&R reserves the right to overrun or underrun by 
10% on all orders, which is a standard policy for 
printers. Thus, you may receive more or less than 
the ordered number of books. You will be invoiced 
according to the actual number of books shipped, 
not including books sent for freight allowance.  

Cancellation Fee
If you decide to cancel your cookbook order, 
cancellation fees will apply. Fees will vary, 
depending on the status of your cookbook 
at time of cancellation.

Reorders
We will keep your book on fi le for 5 years 
from your most recent order. Reorders may be 
requested at any time. Reorders receive a 10% 
discount off the current base price for your book. 
Extra charges for special features added may 
apply. Minimum reorder is 100 books. If there 
are any minor corrections that need to be made 
before reprinting, please submit these in writing 
and we will make corrections at no charge. 
Accounts must be paid in full before reorders can 
be started. Our payment terms remain the same 
for your reorder as for your initial order.

Business, Individuals & Families
Payment terms for businesses, individuals, and 
families are 50% down payment when the order 
is submitted. The remaining balance is due 
before the books are shipped.  

Payment Options 
You may pay with check or money order. To 
expedite the delivery of your cookbooks, we 
also accept Mastercard, Visa, American Express 
and Discover.

•  Sell your cookbooks anywhere 
people gather to eat food. Ask 
your local bakeries, restaurants, 
delis and diners for permission 
to place your cookbooks for sale 
in their businesses. 

•  Be alert to upcoming fairs, 
bazaars, picnics, craft sales, 
parades, bake sales and 
community celebrations. All of 
these events make great venues 
to sell additional books!

•  Be creative with your displays. Consider 
handing out samples of food made from 
recipes in your book. Display your cookbook 
using G&R’s cookbook stands or counter 
displays shown on page 31. You can sell 
cookbook stands for additional profi ts for your 
fundraising project! 

•  Place an ad in the weekly food section of 
your newspaper. Or better yet, encourage 
the food editor to write an editorial piece 
about your project.
